Applications are invited for Fellowships in Laparoscopic Colorectal Surgery at Colchester, London, Leeds, Plymouth, Newcastle, Swansea, Nottingham, Frimley, Glasgow and Aberdeen. Fellowships will run for a period of six months and will commence in April 2012 and October 2012. A total of twenty fellowships will be awarded.

Colchester General Hospital, Colchester.
Professor Roger Motson, FRCS

Colchester General Hospital is a 600-bed hospital serving a population of 340,000.  Six of the ten surgeons in the Department of Surgery are Laparoscopic Surgeons and four regularly perform laparoscopic colorectal surgery, mainly in the two purpose-built laparoscopic operating theatres.  The department hosts regular advanced courses and there is the opportunity to experience other aspects of laparoscopic surgery during the Fellowship. This is a clinical hands-on Fellowship.  Research opportunities are available.  The Clinical Fellow will be on the On-Call rota with the Specialist Registrars.
2.
St Mark’s Hospital, London.

St Marks’s Hospital is a tertiary referral centre for colorectal diseases which also serves a large local population. Performance of an extensive range of laparoscopic colorectal procedures will provide an excellent training opportunity.  In addition, St Mark’s has a strong education/research ethos from which the successful candidate will benefit.  The Fellowship is designed for trainees within year 5 or 6 of their training, preferably having passed their CST.  Senior trainees with sufficient experience can expect to be able to perform laparoscopic colorectal surgery on completion of the post.  The Clinical Fellow will provide on call cover for St Mark’s on a rota with the RSO’s.
3.         Leeds General Infirmary, Leeds.

The Department of Colon & Rectal Surgery at Leeds General Infirmary is a busy tertiary referral centre that encompasses all facets of Colon & Rectal Surgery including resection for advanced and recurrent pelvic malignancy, inflammatory bowel disease and pelvic floor surgery. With centralisation of the colorectal service in Leeds, there will be four surgeons carrying out laparoscopic colorectal resections including malignant disease, ileal pouch surgery and pelvic floor repair (sacrocolporectopexy). This is a clinical hands-on post with the possibility of on-call work. Research opportunities are available. The Department runs regular laparoscopic courses and master classes in conjunction with the Leeds Institute for Minimally Invasive Therapy. 

4.         Derriford Hospital, Plymouth.

Plymouth Teaching Hospital serves a population of 450,000 and a tertiary population of nearly 2 million. The colorectal unit has seven consultants, most of whom perform laparoscopic colorectal surgery. Nearly 400 colorectal cancers per year pass through the unit and over one third of resections are laparoscopic. The unit also has a high volume of pelvic floor surgery, IBD surgery, and 5 colonoscopy lists per week. The fellow is integrated into the colorectal unit.

This post offers an excellent opportunity to train in laparoscopic colorectal surgery, other aspects of colorectal surgery and also in other areas of laparoscopic surgery.

5. Newcastle upon Tyne Hospitals NHS Foundation Trust. Newcastle.

We provide tertiary colorectal services to the North East of England and serve the associated city’s population. This post will provide extensive exposure to laparoscopic surgery particularly laparoscopic colorectal surgery. The colorectal unit has a strong reputation for training underpinned by a long pedigree of laparoscopic course provision. We have a dedicated surgical training centre with an associated laparoscopic cadaveric training laboratory. The consultants involved in providing the training all have an established role in providing laparoscopic mentoring of consultant colleagues nationally. The unit is one of the recently created Laparoscopic Training Centres. The successful candidate will receive both clinical and cadaveric lab based training.

6.
Singleton Hospital, Swansea.

Singleton Hospital is a part of Abertawe Bro Morgannwg University NHS Trust 

(formerly Swansea NHS Trust). The colorectal unit has national representation, strong academic and research history. There are six consultant colorectal surgeons of which four provide laparoscopic colorectal services.

The unit’s catchment area serves a primary population of 450,000 and is a tertiary referral centre for nearly a million people. Around 300 colorectal cancers are treated per year. The unit has a wide range of interests that include an established pelvic oncology service, inflammatory bowel and functional bowel practice. Singleton Hospital is also a designated colorectal screening and a national colonoscopy training centre.  Applicants may be able to participate on the registrar on-call rota.

7.   Nottingham University Hospitals NHS Trust, Nottingham.
       Mr Austin G Acheson FRCS and Mr Charles Maxwell-Armstrong FRCS
Nottingham University Hospitals is a busy tertiary referral centre for colorectal surgery that covers a large local population.  The colorectal unit is one of the largest in the UK in terms of volume of colorectal cancers resected, and 3 of the 7 Consultant Surgeons have a specific remit to perform minimally invasive surgery. This post will provide extensive exposure to laparoscopic colorectal surgery. In addition the unit is one of the recently created Laparoscopic Training Centres. The unit runs regular laparoscopic cadaveric courses in conjunction with the Trent Simulation and Clinical Skills Centre.  The successful candidate will receive both clinical and cadaveric lab based training. Research opportunities are available.

The Fellowship is designed for trainees within year 5 or 6 of their training, preferably having passed their CST.  Senior trainees with sufficient experience can expect to be able to perform laparoscopic colorectal surgery on completion of the post. By negotiation participation on the on call rota may be arranged.
8.
Frimley Park Foundation Trust Hospital, Surrey.

Frimley Park Hospital is a 720-bed hospital serving a population of almost 400,000.  Eight of 9 general surgeons regularly perform laparoscopic surgery with all four colorectal surgeons performing laparoscopic resections on a weekly basis.   The post offers training in all aspects of laparoscopic colorectal surgery in addition to other procedures tailored to individual needs.  We regularly run advanced training courses and have strong links with MATTU in Guildford and the PELICAN Centre in Basingstoke.  The post is ideally suited to a colorectal surgeon who has passed the intercollegiate exam. Research opportunities are available.  The Clinical Fellow will be on the On-Call rota with the Specialist Registrars.
9. Gartnavel General Hospital, Glasgow.

The Department of Colon & Rectal Surgery at Gartnavel General Hospital is a busy    tertiary referral centre that encompasses all facets of Colon & Rectal Surgery including resection for advanced and recurrent pelvic malignancy, inflammatory bowel disease and pelvic floor surgery. It is also the regional centre for the management of retroperitoneal and intra-abdominal sarcomas. The Royal Alexandra Hospital is a busy district general hospital. The Clinical Fellow will work with 5 surgeons in the two hospitals. They will gain exposure to a wide variety of laparoscopic colorectal and retroperitoneal resections for malignant and benign disease. This is a busy clinical hands-on post with a major emphasis on operative experience. There is no on-call commitment and research opportunities are available. 

10. Aberdeen Royal Infirmary, Aberdeen.

Mr Tim McAdam, FRCS
The fellow will work for 6 months in a dedicated Specialist Colorectal Unit in Aberdeen Royal Infirmary. There are currently eight Consultant Colorectal Surgeons. Four perform laparoscopic resection routinely. All facilities are present on one hospital site. 500 Laparoscopic colorectal resections have been performed during 2007-2010. The aim is to facilitate the fellow in performing independent laparoscopic colorectal practice on obtaining a Consultant post. The spectrum is mainly IBD and CRC. Exposure is also gained in Stapled transanal rectal resection (STARR), stapled haemorrhoidopexy (PPH), transanal haemorrhoid dearterialisation (THD) “Cook” fistula plug procedure, pelvic floor clinics, sacral nerve stimulation implants. Aberdeen Royal Infirmary also has a broad range of laparoscopic surgery including Bariatrics and Single Port SILS. The fellow has no compulsory service commitment. However the fellows often volunteer for independent day case operation lists and colonoscopy lists on an ad hoc basis to learn laparoscopic hernia repair and advanced colonoscopic technique. The fellowship offers a continuum to existing training provided in many units enabling the development of independent advanced laparoscopic colorectal surgery practice.

Trainee selection criteria will include:-

· National Training Number in year 5/6 of surgical rotation

· Consolidated logbook evidence of experience in both open Colorectal Surgery and Laparoscopic Techniques

· Reference from STC Chairman - supporting your suitability for this fellowship and giving consent to six months leave of absence from regional rotation

· Reference from current consultant trainer

· Evidence of plans to maintain laparoscopic skills after the Fellowship is completed.

Consultants in post will also be considered for these fellowships if supported in writing by their Chief Executive and Medical Director and on the provision of a suitable record of operative experience.
